Matching Cards
There are two cards for each of the tricky words in set 1 & 2. Use these cards to play a variety of different matching games. These games can be played individually or with a parent.

· Spread the cards on a table. The child tries to match the cards as quickly as possible. The child must read the word aloud as they pick it up. You could make this more difficult by timing the child. Can they beat the last time?

· Turn the cards upside down. Pick two cards. If they match, keep the pair and go again. If they do not go, place them back down on the table upside down. Player 2 can have a go. Who can get the most matches in the end? Make sure you read the words as you pick the cards up.

· Blu-tac the words around the house. Can you go on a word hunt to find the words? Record where you found each word.

· Print a few copies of the words. Play a game of word snap.

· Get active. Use 2 objects- cones, socks, shoes, bowl, etc to create a sprint track in the garden/home. Place one set of words at the end of the sprint track. Start running from object one to object 2. Each time you reach object 2, you must pick up 1 word, read it aloud and bring it back to object 1 with you. How fast can you collect all words? Remember you can only collect one word at a time!

· Pick a word. Write it on a partners back using your finger. Can they guess what word you have?	

· Show the child 3 word cards. Practise reading them. Ask the child to close their eyes and no peaking. Remove one of the cards. Ask the child to open their eyes and see if they can identify which word is missing.
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
